Key Stage 4 Options: Year 10 into 11

It is now time for Year 10 students to again choose two more Options to study during Year 11. As part of our commitment to personalising learning and providing the best education for all students, we continue to offer an exciting KS4 curriculum which provides ever greater flexibility and choice.

This is an important time for students as they start the process of choosing their final two KS4 courses. As you know we have moved quickly in recent times to improve our Curriculum with innovative changes. Students will receive support from subject teachers, vertical mentors, heads of department and learning managers before and after the Options Fair. There is also a Connexions office in the Learning Resource Centre where students can access additional information to help them make decisions about their future.
We expect all of our students to leave school with the best possible qualifications and all should be planning further training and education in the future.  We would hope the majority of our students would want to go to university and we want to work with you to help them fulfil that potential.

We have planned a full programme of advice and guidance for students and parents:

· By Friday 18th December 2009 your child will have brought home the KS4 Courses Booklet outlining the process and the choices available.
· From Monday 4th – Wednesday 6th January 2010 there will be Options Assemblies to Year 8, 9 and 10.

· On Thursday 7th January 2010 - 6.00pm - 8.30pm there will be an Options Evening. This will involve a presentation in the Main Hall and an opportunity to discuss courses with representatives from each subject area. To help the flow of people and to allow seating for as many as possible, could I ask you to adhere to your presentation time below. Please assemble in the Dining Room just before your allotted time. You are free of course to visit the subject areas around the school before and/or after the presentation.
· On Wednesday 13th January 2010 there will be an Individual Advice and Guidance (IAG) Day, where parents meet with their child’s VMG tutor to discuss possible options and new courses that have become available. 
· By Friday 22nd January 2010 the choices forms must be returned to your son/daughter’s tutor.
Forms returned after this date may result in disappointment over choices.

After the deadline of 22nd January, we have a great deal of work to do processing all the KS4 choices. Rest assured we will do our best to ensure every student is happy with the result, although no course choices are guaranteed.  Letters will be sent to parents, giving confirmation of the courses allocated to each student – this is likely to be after Easter.
