Students not on lunch have Period 4 

1.30 pm Period 5 

2.30 pm School day ends 

2.30 – 3.30 Clubs, library, extra-curricular activity, 
homework clubs, intervention, etc. 

 
I have spoken to transport providers, catering services, strategic services and others and confirm 
that they can service this new structure.  I look forward to a significant upturn in examination 
performance this summer and to sharing with you and celebrating the achievements of our 
students.
