Scalby School Uniform

This year has seen rapid transformation of standards right across the board at Scalby School. We are confident of achieving record breaking examination success in the summer for this year’s Year 11. We are now keen to drive up standards even higher, creating a high performing school your child deserves and you have a right to expect. Part of this involves adopting an ethos of high expectations and achievement focussing on uniform as a visible sign that standards are rising at Scalby.

I ask for your support in ensuring that all students present themselves in the appropriate school uniform. I have not changed any aspect of the uniform but from 7th September the requirement will be keenly enforced. 

The school uniform is summarised below, and more detailed guidance is attached.

1. All students must wear a blazer with badge in Years 7-10.
2. A black “v” neck sweater or sleeveless ‘tank top’ is optional. Cardigans are not permitted.

3. Year 11 students only may wear the above sweater in place of a blazer.

4. White shirts must be buttoned to the collar, and tucked in.
5. Ties must be done up to the collar.
6. Shoes must be black.

7. Students who arrive in trainers will be provided with shoes to wear during the school day.
8. Only one plain metal stud is allowed in each ear, and no other forms of jewellery are permitted.

9. Outdoor coats must not be worn in or around school.
10. Only subtle make-up for girls is permitted, and no nail varnish.
From Monday 7th September any student not in the correct uniform will be will be sent home to change. However, if a parent is not available at home, students will be isolated for the day.
